| The gorge was made famous by Mary and Louis Leaky and their finds. Excavations have revealed |
| evidence of campsites and tools, known as Olduwan. Bones found here are not from modern humans, |
| but primitive hominid forms. Thisis afascinating look back into the beginnings of mankind. |

| Ngorongoro Crater |
l The Ngorongoro Crater is an amazing place to view game, driving within the walls of the huge caldera, l
which is the largest unbroken calderain the world. The crater is 610m deep and 260 square kilometers,
and it contains a microcosm of East African scenery. There are an estimated 25,000 larger animals
within the crater, with alarge number of Zebra and Wildebeest. It isalso the best place in Tanzaniato
see Black Rhino, not to mention, hyena, impala, hartebeest, warthog, elephants eland and lots more.
We spend afull day in the Crater to make the most of this spectacular and unique “animal sanctuary”.
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Day 6

Mto Wa Mbu
| Having seen more animals than you can poke a stick at, it istime for a break from game viewing —and |
| time for some culture! We go to the village of Mto Wa Mbu, where we will aso stay the night. During |



the day we take an interesting village walk with alocal guide to learn about village life, traditions and
customs —we might learn about banana beer brewing, or see the Masai market or have alocal lunch
prepared for us.
